The complete graph should show both exports and imports, but in this part, only exports are shown. The title of the graph line is written below the line on the right side of the graph. The graph line starts in August 1996 at value of 71 Billion US. There was a drop in September 1996 to 70 Billion $ followed by take off to 75 Billion $ in November 1996, crossing 72.5 Billion $ on 8th of September 1996. Then the exports drop to 74 Billion $ in December 1996 and 72.5 Billion $ in January 1997. They rocketed to value of 78 Billion $ in March, where they remained until the end of May 1997. The exports continued to rise up to 82 Billion $ in October 1997, where they reached their peak value in the observed period of time. A crash to amount of 77 Billion $ followed in November 1997. The exports fluctuated around 77 Billion $ until January 1998 and then again slided to 76 Billion $ in February 1998, followed by an increase to 78 Billion $ in March 1998 and then again plunge to 76 Billion $ in May 1998. Since May 1998 the exports felt slowly to amount of 75 Billion $ in August 1998.
